Firstly, Muhammad (peace be upon him) wa®wkn and
recognized for his honesty and personal integrity even before he
first received revelation. Everyone that knew him bore witness that

Secomlly, he was known among his people to be unlettered
and illiterate.

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Fourthly, the Qu r &6dmes not contain details of the
personal life of Muhammad (peace be upon him), nor does it
mention the strife and hardships that he endured, as it is not his
biography. On the contrary, Jesus and his mother Mary (peace be
upon them) are mentioned by name amdyrieater detail much more
frequently throughout th& u r &tleam is Muhammad (peace be
upon him). Their lives are told in explicit detail, and an entire
chapter of th&® u r dsanmtitledMaryam(Mary).

Fifthly, in the Qu r Gaeermany truths and realisiethat
could only have come from the Creator of the Heavens and the
Earth.

Sixthly, it is absurd to maintain that Muhammad (peace be
upon him) took theQu r &ramm his own people, for they were
largely illiterate and would have confronted him with theown
origins of theQu r 6ifahe had simply plagiarized it from his
people.

Seventhly, the messenger Muhammad (peace be upon him)
never met any person from the People of the Book (Jews,
Christians, etc.) for extended periods of time.

Thus, there is no doubt that this divine decision is of
tremendous wisdom. With regard to this statement, the following
considerations apply.

Firsty, Arabia has in it the first house institutionalized for
all humankind to turn to in their testimony to the Oneness of the
True God. This is the house that Abraham, the father of the
prophets, built. Therefore, it is most appropriate that the seal of
revelation should be sent to that very land.

Secondly, the Arabs at that time were a free people. They
were not controlled by any of the major empires, nor did they fall
under the auspices of any dominating government that would have

From these two verses, we can now derive some of the
wisdom behind th€ u r &eing revealed gradually.

() Gradual revelation provided for the solace and comfort
of Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him) and
partially insulated him from the reoccurring harm that
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he would have otherse suffered at the hands of his
people.

It provided a means for addressing problems as they
arose via an ongoing connection to Allah.

It allowed for the development of an Islamic nation
through gradual legislation, thus minimizing difficult
adjustments fothe first generation of Muslims by not
forcing them to make abrupt changes in their lives.
This was particularly important during the early days
of the Islamic state.

This gradualism is but one of the many aspects of the
miraculous nature of th@ u r 6 Bhare are parts, such
as the beginning oSurat AlBagarah (chapter 2),
which were revealed in the beginning of the years in
the city of Madi nah, wher

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THE WRITING OF THE6 3 AND ITS COLLECTION.

T he writing and collection of th@ u r &am be divided

into a few stages, which trace itsurse from its first written form
until today.

The first stage was during the lifetime of Prophet
Muhammad (peace be upon him). Prophet Muhammad (peace be
upon him) used to memorize tieu r Gnanediately as it was sent

The Prophet (peace be upon him) used to recit®ther 6 a n
to his companions as he gradually received the revelation, and they
would memorize it, too. The companiom®uld then recite it to
their families and children, and they would in turn memorize it.
They were all known for their extensive memorization skills, and
they recited it in their prayers, which of course aided in its
recollection. Both of these suppodgi factors aided in the
memorization of th& u r 6 Asrsuch, it is not surprising that in just
one battle 70 memorizers of the entigeu r 6weere killed. In
addition to memorizingth®u r panhose of the P
upon him) companions who wetierate would write down the
Qur danic revelation as they we
placed together in a single book because the revelation was still
ongoi ng, these earliest writin
additional way in which th® u r &vasrpreserved.
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The second stage coexists with the caliphate of Abu Bakr
As-Siddeeq, the first caliph. During his caliphate, the e®iter 6 a n
was written down and collected into a single volume for the first
time. This initial compilation of théirst complete written version
of theQu r AGvasnbased upon the memorization of @& r w n
numerous individuals and upon the earlier, uncollected writings of
the Qu r 6 aTihis project was completed by an indescribably
diligent gr oup eaoe be upore himp comgpahiang 6
who used an extremely rigorous authentication and verification
process to insure precision accuracy in their efforts. Whishaf
(writtenQ u r Premmained in the home of the first caliph, Abu Bakr,
until his death, at whichime it was relocated to the home of the
second caliph, Umar ibn Ahattab. After this, it went to the home
of Umar 6 s dau g Khattab, wha-had beem thé wifa t
of the Prophet (peace be upon him). There it was safeguarded by
her until it wasrequested by the third caliph, Uthman ibn Affan.

The third stage took place during the caliphate of Uthman
ibn Affan. During the time of the third caliph, Islam had expanded
to great distances in every direction. Among the Muslims were
people of assoetl backgrounds and languages. Apparently being
concerned about minor differen:
secondary to differences among various Arabic dialects, Uthman
retrieved the writterQ u r &ramm Hafsah and commissioned Zayd
ibn Thabit, theoriginal compiler of the writterQ u r pta uatilize
this single copy of the writte@ u r &oapnoduce a final recension
of the Qu r pim order to standardize any dialectical differences.
There has never been another recension ofther 6 aheQu r 6 a n
of today is the same as that found in the Uthman recension, being
different from the original recension of Abu Bakr only in the
standardization of Arabic dialects.

In this present day énage, due to technological
advancements, we now have the oral collection of Ghe r 6 a n
What is meant by that is that through modern recording techniques,
people can easily listen to th@ u r 6baimy recited by experts.
There are many recitors of tH@ur 6 avho have perfected the
recitation of this divine scripture and who have collections of their
audio recitations of th&® u r 6 &8 listening to these recorded
recitations, Muslims may learn the proper pronunciation of the
Qu r Gaach have an additionadid in memorizing theQu r 6 a n
These recordings can be found on audio cassettes, CDs, and th
internet, adding another layer of insurance for the safeguarding of

with him a miracle. This was to prove to the people of that time the

grown up with those creeds. Therefore, Allah would send with the
messengers a sign, in order that the people could recognize that th
messagecould only have come from no other than Allah.

society. At the age of 40, Muhammad (peace be upon him) received

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Before Muhammad (peace be upon him) died at the age of
63, the greater part of the Arabian Peninsula had accepted Islam.
Within a century of his death, Islam hadesgd to Spain in the West
and as far as China in the East. Among the reasons for the rapid an
peaceful spread of Islam were the truth and clarity of its doctrine.
Islam calls for faith in only the One God, Who is the only one
worthy of worship.

Propret Muhammad (peace be upon him) was a perfect
example of an honest, just, merciful, compassionate, truthful, and
brave human being. Though he was a man, he was far removec
from all evil characteristics and strove solely for the sake of God
and His rewardn the Hereafter. Moreover, in all his actions and
dealings, he was ever mindful and fearful of God.

JESUS (PEACE BE UPON HIM).

M uslims respect and revere Jesus (peace be upon

hi m). They consider him one of
mankind. The Qu r &anifirms his virgin birth and teaches that he
was born miraculously by the command of God, the same command
that had brought Adam (peace be upon him) into being with neither
a father nor a mother. Muslims believe that during his prophetic
mission, Jesus (peace be upon him) performed many miracles.
However, Muslims do not believe that he was crucified, even
though it was the plan of his enemies to crucify him. Instead,
Muslims believe that God saved Jesus (peace be upon him) anc
raised him upto Him and that another was crucified in place of
Jesus (peace be upon him).
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Neither Jesus nor Muhammad (peace be upon them) came
to change the basic doctrine of belief in One God, which had been
previously brought by earlier prophets. Rather, theyecao
confirm and renew it.

83 And [recall] when We took the covenant from the Children of
Israel, [enjoining upon them], "Do not worship except Allah;
and to parents do good and to relatives, orphans, and the needy
And speak to people good [wordshd establish prayer and give
zakah." Then you turned away, except a few of you, and you
were refusing.

84 And [recall] when We took your covenant, [saying], "Do not
shed your [i.e., each other's] blood or evict one another from
your homes." Then you acknadged [this] while you were
witnessing.

85 Then, you are those [same ones who are] killing one another and
evicting a party of your people from their homes, cooperating
against them in sin and aggression. And if they come to you as
captives, you ransom themalthough their eviction was
forbidden to you. So do you believe in part of the Scripture and
disbelieve in part? Then what is the recompense for those who
do that among you except disgrace in worldly life; and on the

#j.e., death and destruction.
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Day of Resurrection they will be seback to the severest of
punishment. And Allah is not unaware of what you do.

86 Those are the ones who have bought the life of this world [in
exchange] for the Hereafter, so the punishment will not be
lightened for them, nor will they be aided.

87 And We didcertainly give Moses the Scripture [i.e., the Torah]
and followed up after him with messengers. And We gave
Jesus, the son of Mary, clear proofs and supported him with the
Pure Spirit [i.e., the angel Gabriel]. But is it [not] that every
time a messengeame to you, [O Children of Israel], with what
your souls did not desire, you were arrogant? And a party [of
messengers] you denied and another party you killed.

89 And they said, "Our hearts are wrappé.But, [in fact], Allah
has cursed them for thalisbelief, so little is it that they believe.

89 And when there came to them a Book [i.e., the Quran] from
Allah confirming that which was with thefin although before
they used to pray for victory against those who disbeliévedt
[then] when there came them that which they recognized, they
disbelieved in it; so the curse of Allah will be upon the
disbelievers.

Thesaid [instead], "We hear and
disobey.” And their hearts absorbed [the worship of] the calf
because of their disbelief. Say, "How wretched is that which
your faith enjoins upon you, if you should be believers."

94 Say, [O Muhammad], "If the home of the Hdteawith Allah is
for you alone and not the [other] people, then wish for death, if
you should be truthful.

95 But they will never wish for it, ever, because of what their hands
have put forth. And Allah is Knowing of the wrongdoers.

96 And you will surely fird them the most greedy of people for life
1 [even] more than those who associate others with Allah. One
of them wishes that he could be granted life a thousand years,
but it would not remove him in the least from the [coming]
punishment that he should geanted life. And Allah is Seeing
of what they do.

97 Say, "Whoever is an enemy to Gabiiel is [none but] he who
has brought it [i.e., the Qur'an] down upon your heart, [O
Muhammad], by permission of Allah, confirming that which was
before it and as guahce and good tidings for the believers."

98 Whoever is an enemy to Allah and His angels and His
messengers and Gabriel and Michaehen indeed, Allah is an
enemy to the disbelievers.

99 And We have certainly revealed to you verses [which are] clear
proofs, ad no one would deny them except the defiantly
disobedient.

100 Is it not [true] that every time they took a covenant a party of
them threw it away? But, [in fact], most of them do not believe.
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103 And when a messenger from Allah came to them confirming
that whichwas with them, a party of those who had been given
the Scripture threw the Scripture of Allah [i.e., the Torah] behind
their backs if they did not know [what it contained].

102 And they followed [instead] what the devils had recited during
the reign of Soloma. It was not Solomon who disbelieved, but
the devils disbelieved, teaching people magic and that which
was revealed to the two angels at Babylon, Harut and Marut.
But they [i.e., the two angels] do not teach anyone unless they
say, "We are a trial. Soodnot disbelieve [by practicing
magic].®® And [yet] they learn from them that by which they
cause separation between a man and his wife.

103 And if they had klieved and feared Allah, then the reward
from Allah would have been [far] better, if they only knew.

104 O you who have believed, say not [to Allah's Messenger],
"Ra‘ina" but say, "Unthurnd" and listen. And for the
disbelievers is a painful punishment.

105 Neither those who disbelieve from the People of the Scripture
[i.e., the Jews and Christian] nor the polytheists wish that any
good should be sent down to you from your Lord. But Allah
selects for His mercy whom He wills, and Allah is the possessor
of great bouty.

108 Or do you intend to askyour Messenger as Moses was asked
before? And whoever exchanges faith for disbelief has certainly
strayed from the soundness of the way.

109 Many of the Peoplef the Scripture wish they could turn you
back to disbelief after you have believed, out of envy from
themselves [even] after the truth has become clear to them. Sc
pardon and overlook until Allah delivers His command. Indeed,
Allah is over All things cometent.

110 And establish prayer and give zakah, and whatever good you
put forward for yourselvésyou will find it with Allah. Indeed,
Allah of what you do, is Seeing.

112 And they say, "None will enter Paradise except one who is a
Jew or a Christian." That is grely] their wishful thinking. Say,
"Produce your proof, if you should be truthful.”

Allah intends for you ease and does not
intend for you hardship and [wants] for you to complete the
period and to magnify Allah for that [to] which He has guided
you; and perhaps you willebgrateful.

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193 And kill them wherever you overtake them and expel them
from wherever they have expelled you, and fitafis worse
than kiling. And do not fight them at -&flasjid atHaram until
they fight you there. But if they fight you, then kill them. Such is
the recompense of the disbelievers.

192 And if they cease, then indeed, Allah is Forgiving and
Merciful.

193 Fight them until there is no [one] fitnat?® and [until] religion
[i.e., worship] is [acknowledged to be] for Allah. But if they
cease, then there is to be no aggression [i.e., assault] excep
against their oppressors.

194 [Fighting in] the sacred month is for [aggression committed in]
the sicred montfY and for [all] violations is legal retribution. So
whoever has assaulted you then assault him in the same way tha
he has assaulted you. And fear Allah and know that Allah is
with those who fear Him.

195 And spend in the way of Allah and do notdtv [yourselves]
with your [own] hands into destruction [by refraining]. And do
good; indeed, Allah loves the doers of good.

196 And complete the haji and 'umrah for Allah. But if you are
prevented, then [offer] what can be obtained with ease of
sacrificial afmals. And do not shave your heads until the
sacrificial animal has reached its place of slaughter. And
whoever among you is ill or has an ailment of the head [making
shaving necessary must offer] a ransom of fasting [three days] or
charity® or sacrifice?® And when you are secufg,then
whoever performs 'umrah [during the hajj month&llowed by

animals. And whoever cannot find [or afford such an anifhal]
then a fast of three days during haijjd of seven when you have
returned [home]. Those are ten complete [days]. This is for those
whose family is not in the area ofMdlasjid atHaram. And fear
Allah and know that Allah is severe in penalty.

197 Haijj is [during] weltknown month$? so whoever hasnade
hajj obligatory upon himself therein [by entering the state of
ihram], there is [to be for him] no sexual relations and no
disobedience and no disputing during hajj. And whatever good
you doi1 Allah knows it. And take provisions, but indeed, the
best provision is fear of Allah. And fear Me, O you of
understanding.

198 There is no blame upon you for seeking bothfsom your
Lord [during haji]. But when you depart from 'Arafat, remember
Allah at atMashar alHaram®® And remember Him. As He has
guided youfor indeed, you were before that among those astray.

199 Then depart from the place from where [all] the people depart
and ask forgiveness of Allah. Indeed, Allah is Forgiving and
Merciful.

200 And when you have completed your rites, remember Allah like
your [prevous] remembrance of your fathers or with [much]
greater remembrance. And among the people is he who says
"Our Lord, give us in this world," and he will have in Hereafter
no share.

203 But among them is he who says, "Our Lord, give us in this
world [that whid is] good and in the Hereafter [that which is]
good and protect us from the punishment of the Fire."

203 Those will have a share of what they have earned, and Allah is
swift in account.

204 And of the people is he whose speech pleasesryaworldly
life, and he calls Allah to witness as to what is in his heart, yet
he is the fiercest of opponents.

205 And when he goes away, he strives throughout the land to
cause corruption therein and destroy crops and animals. And
Allah does not like corrujon.

20§ And when it is said to him, "Fear Allah," pride in the sin takes
hold of him. Sufficient for him is Hellfire, and how wretched is
the resting place.

207 And of the people is he who sells himself, seeking means to
the approval of Allah. And Allah is Kintb [His] servants.

208 O you who have believed, enter into Islam completely [and
perfectly] and do not follow the footsteps of Satan. Indeed, he is
to you a clear enemy.

209 But if you slip [i.e., deviate] after clear proofs have come to
you, then know that Allais Exalted in Might and Wise.

210 Do they await but that Allah should come to them in covers of
clouds and the angels [as well] and the matter is [then] decided?
And to Allah [all] matters are returned.

2113 Ask the Children of Israel how many a sign of evidence W
have given them. And whoever exchanges the favor of Allah
[for disbelief] after it has come to hiiin then indeed, Allah is
severe in penalty.

219 Beautified for those who disbelieve is the life of this world,
and they ridicule those who believe. But theg® fear Allah
are above them on the Day of Resurrection. And Allah gives
provision to whom He wills without account.
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213 Mankind was [of] one religions [before their deviation]; then
Allah sent the prophets as bringers of good tidings and warners
and sent dan with them the Scripture in truth to judge between
the people concerning that in which they differed. And none
differed over it [i.e., the Scripture] except those who were given
it T after the clear proofs came to theimout of jealous
animosity among hemselves. And Allah guided those who
believed to the truth concerning that over which they had
differed, by His permission. And Allah guides whom He wills
to a straight path.

214 Or do you think that you will enter Paradise while such [trial]
has not yet comto you as came to those who passed on before
you? They were touched by poverty and hardship and were
shaken until [even their] messenger and those who believed with
him said,” When is the help of Allah?" Unquestionably, the help
of Allah is near.

215 Theyask you, [ O Muhammad], what they should spend. Say,
"Whatever you spend of good is [to be] for parents and relatives
and orphans and the needy and the traveler. And whatever you
do of goodi indeed, Allah is Knowing of it."

216 Fighting has been enjoined apwhile it is hateful to you. But
perhaps you hate a thing and it is good for you; and perhaps you
love a thing and it is bad for you. And Allah knows, while you
know not.

217 They ask you about the sacred méhth about fighting
therein. Say, "Fighting #rein is great [sin], but averting
[people] from the way of Allah and disbelief in Him and
[preventing access to]-Masjid atHaram and the expulsion of
its people therefrom are greater [evil] in the sight of Allah. And
fitnah® is greater than killing." And they will continue to fight
you until they turn you back from your religion if they are able.

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And whoever of you reverts from his religion [to disbelief] and
dies while he is a disbelievar for those, their deeds have
become worthless in this workthd the Hereafter, and those are
the companions of the Fire, they will abide therein eternally.

219 Indeed, those who have believed and those who have
emigrated and fought in the cause of Allalthose expect the
mercy of Allah. And Allah is Forgiving and Maiful.

219 They ask you about wifftand gambling. Say, "In them is
great sin and [yet, some] benefit for people. But their sin is
greater than their benefit." And they ask you what they should
spend. Say, "The excess [beyond needs]." Thus Allah makes
clear to you the verses [of revelation] that you might give
thought

220 To this world and Hereafter. And they ask you about orphans.
Say, "Improvement for them is best. And if you associate with
themi they are your brothers. And Allah knows the corrupter
from the amender. And if Allah had willed, He could have put
you in difficulty. Indeed, Allah is Exalted in Might and Wise.

223 And do not marry polytheistic women until they belié¥e.
And a believing slave woman is better than a polytheist, even
though she mighplease you. And do not marry polytheistic
men [to your women] until they believe. And a believing slave
is better than a polytheist, even though he might please you.
Those invite [you] to the Fire, but Allah invites to Paradise and
to forgiveness, byHis permission. And He makes clear His
verses [i.e., ordinances] to the people that perhaps they may
remember.

222 And they ask you about menstruation. Say, "It is harm, so
keep away from woméh during menstruation. And do not
approach them until they areme. And when they have purified

and put forth [righteousness] for yourselves. And fear Allah and
know that you will meet Him. And give good tidings to the
believers.

224 And do not make [your oath by] Allah an excuse agiabeing
righteous and fearing Allah and making peace among people.
And Allah is Hearing and Knowing.

225 Allah does not impose blame upon you for what is
unintentional in your oaths, but He imposes blame upon you for
what your hearts have earned. And AlleshForgiving and
Forbearing.

226 For those who swear not to have sexual relations with their
wives’® is a waiting time of four months, but if they return [to
normal relations] then indeed, Allah is Forgiving and Merciful.

227 And if they decide on divorce thenindeed, Allah is Hearing
and Merciful.

22§ Divorced women remain in waiting [i.e., do not remarry] for
three period$! and it is not lawful for them to conceal what
Allah has created in their wombs if they believe in Allah and the
Last Day. And their husbasdave more right to take them back
in this [period] if they want reconciliatiofl. And due to them
[i.e., the wives] is similar to what is expected of them, according
to what is reasonabl@. But the men have a degree over them

229 Divorce is twice. Then [after that], either keep [her] in a
reasonable manner or release [her] with good treatment. And it
is not lawful for you to take what you have given them unless
both fear that thewill not be able to keep [within] the limits of
Allah.”” But if you fear that they will not keep [within] the
limits of Allah, then there is no blame upon either of them
concerning that by which she ransoms herself. These are the
limits of Allah, so do nb transgress them. And whoever
transgresses the limits of Allah it is those who are the
wrongdoers [i.e., the unjust].

230 And if he has divorced her [for the third time], then she is not
lawful to him afterward until [after] she marries a husband other
than him/® And if he [i.e., the second husband]divorces her,
there is no blame upon them [i.e., the woman and her first
husband] if they return to each other if they think that they can
keep to the limits of Allah. These are the limits of Allah, which
He m&es clear to a people who know [i.e., understand].

233 And when you divorce women and they have fulfilled their
term, either keep them according to reasonable terms or release
them according to reasonable terms , and do not keep them,
intending harm, to transgss [against them]. And whoever does
that has certainly wronged himself. And do not take the verses
of Allah in jest. And remember the favor of Allah upon you and
what has been revealed to you of the Book [i.e., the Quran] and
wisdom [i.e., the Prophstsunnah] by which He instructs you.
And fear Allah and know that Allah is Knowing of all things.

8 With the intention of permanence, noérely in order to return to the previous husband.
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233 And when you divorce woméhand they have fulfilled their
term, do not prevent them from remarrying their husbands if
they [i.e., all parties] agree amotigemselves on a reasonable
basis. That is instructed to whoever of you believes in Allah and
the Last Day. That is better for you and purer, and Allah knows
and you know not.

233 Mothers may nurse [i.e., breastfeed] their children two
complete years for whoer wishes to complete the nursing
[period]. Upon the father is their [i.e., the mothers'] provision
and their clothing according to what is reasonable. No person is
charged with more than his capacity. No mother should be
harmed through her child, and fiather through his child. And
upon the [father's] heir is [ a duty] like that [of the father]. And
if they both desire weaning through mutual consent from both of
them and consultation, there is no blame upon either of them.
And if you wish to have qur children nursed by a substitute,
there is no blame upon you as long as you give payment
according to what is reasonable. And fear Allah and know that
Allah is Seeing of what you do.

234 And those who are taken in death among you and leave wives
behindi they, [the wives, shall] wait four months and ten [days].
And when they have fulfilled their term, then there is no blame
upon you for what they do with themselves in an acceptable
manner® And Allah is [fully] Acquainted with what you do.

235 235There is noblame upon you for that to which you
[indirectly] allude concerning a proposal to women or for what
you conceal within yourselves. Allah knows that you are going
to remember them. But do not promise them secretly except for
saying a proper saying. Amdb not determine to undertake a
marriage contract until the decreed pefioéaches its end. And

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know that Allah knows what is within yourselves, so beware of
Him. And know that Allah is Forgiving and Forbearing.

236 There is no blame upon you if you diversvomen you have
not touchet or specified for them an obligatidh. But give
them [a gift of] compensatioin the wealthy according to his
capability and the poor according to his capabilitg provision
according to what is reasonable, a duty upon tleesdof good.

237 And if you divorce them before you have touched them and
you have already specified for them an obligation, then [give]
half of what you specified unless they forego the right or the
one in whose hand is the marriage contract foregoesntd té
forego it is nearer to righteousness. And do not forget
graciousness between you. Indeed Allah, of whatever you do, is
Seeing.

238 Maintain with care the [obligatory] prayers and [in particular]
the middle [i.e., 'asr] prayer and stand before Allahjoddy
obedient.

239 And if you fear [an enemy, then pray], on foot or riding. But
when you are secure, then remember Allah [in prayer], as He has
taught you that which you did not [previously] know.

240 And those who are taken in death among you and leave wives
behindi for their wives is a bequest: maintenance for one year
without turning [them] out. But if they leave [of their own
accord], then there is no blame upon you for what they do with
themselves in an acceptable Way.And Allah is Exalted in
Might andWise.

2413 And for divorced women is maintenance according to what is
acceptablé a duty upon the righteous.

249 Thus does Allah make clear to you His verses [i.e., laws] that
you might use reason.

2 The marriage has not been consumated.

8 This ruling was abrogated by that later revealed in 2:234.
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243 Have you not considered those who left their homes in many
thousads, fearing death? Allah said to them, "Die"; then He
restored them to life. And Allah is full of bounty to the people,
but most of the people do not show gratitude.

244 And fight in the cause of Allah and know that Allah is Hearing
and Knowing.

245 Who is it hat would loan Allah a goodly loan so He may
multiply it for him many times over? And it is Allah who
withholds and grants abundance, and to Him you will be
returned.

246 Have you not considered the assembly of the Children of Israel
after [the time of] Mosesvhen they said to a prophet of theirs,
"Send to us a king, and we will fight in the way of Allah"? He
said, "Would you perhaps refrain from fighting if fighting was
prescribed for you?" They said, "And why should we not fight
in the cause of Allah whewe have been driven out from our
homes and from our children?" But when fighting was
prescribed for them, they turned away, except for a few of them.
And Allah is Knowing of the wrongdoers.

247 And their prophet said to them, "Indeed, Allah has sent to you
Saul as a king." They said, "How can he have kingship over us
while we are more worthy of kingship than him and he has not
been given any measure of wealth?" He said, "Indeed, Allah has
chosen him over you and has increased him abundantly in
knowledge andstature. And Allah gives His sovereignty to
whom He wills. And Allah is alEncompassing [in favor] and
Knowing."

248 And their prophet said to them, "Indeed, a sign of his kingship
is that the chest will come to you in which is assurfinzem
your Lord anda remnant of what the family of Moses and the

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family of Aaron had left, carried by the angels. Indeed in that is
a sign for you, if you are believers."

249 And when Saul went forth with the soldiers, he said, "Indeed,
Allah will be testing you with a riverSo whoever drinks from it
is not of me, and whoever does not taste it is indeed of me,
excepting one who takes [from it] in the hallow of his hand."
But they drank from it, except a [very] few of them. Then when
he had crossed it along with those whdidwed with him, they
said, "There is no power for us today against Goliath and his
soldiers." But those who were certain that they would meet
Allah said, "How many a small company has overcome a large
company by permission of Allah. And Allah is witheth
patient.”

250 And when they went forth to [face] Goliath and his soldiers,
they said, "Our Lord, pour upon us patience and plant firmly our
feet and give us victory over the disbelieving people.”

25) So they defeated them by permission of Allah, and David
killed Goliath, and Allah gave him the kingship and wisdom
[i.e., prophet hoofland taught him from that which He willed.
And if it were not for Allah checking [some] people by means of
others, the earth would have been corrupted, but Allah is full of
bounty tothe worlds.

252 These are the verses of Allah which We recite to you, [O
Muhammad], in truth. And indeed, you are from among the
messengers.
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253 Those messengeirssome of them We caused to exceed others.
Among them were those to whom Allah spoke, and He daise
some of them in degree. And We gave Jesus, the Son of Mary,
clear proofs, and We supported him with the Pure Spirit [i.e.,
Gabriel]. If Allah had willed, those [generations] succeeding
them would not have fought each other after the clear proofs had
come to them. But they differed, and some of them believed and
some of them disbelieved. And if Allah had willed, they would
not fought each other, but Allah does what He intends.

254 O you who have believed, spend from that which We have
provided for you befee there comes a Day in which there is no
exchange [i.e., ransom] and no friendship and no intercession.
And the disbelievers they are the wrongdoers.

255 Allah 7 there is no deity except Him, the Eddwing, the
Sustainer of [all] existence. Neither drEiness overtakes Him
nor sleep. To Him belongs whatever is in the heavens and
whatever is on the earth. Who is it that can intercede with Him
except by His permission? He knows what is [presently] before
them and what will be after thethand they encopass not a
thing of His knowledge except for what He wills. His K8fsi
extends over the heavens and the earth, and their preservatiol
tires Him not. And He is the Most High, the Most Great.

256 There shall be no compulsion in [acceptance of] the religion.
The right course has become clear from error. So whoever
disbelieves in taghtft and believes in Allah has grasped the
most trustworthy handhold with no break in it. And Allah is
Hearing and Knowing.

257 Allah is the allyj® of those who believe. He brings themt
from darknessess into the light. And those who disbelieve

258 Have you not considered the one who adywith Abraham
about his Lord [merely] because Allah had given him kingship?
When Abraham said, "My Lord is the one who gives life and
causes death," he said, "l give life and cause death." Abraham
said, "Indeed, Allah brings up the sun from the easfring it
up from the west." So the disbeliever was overwhelmed [by
astonishment], and Allah does not guide the wrongdoing people.

259 Or [consider such an example] as the one who passed by a
township which had fallen into ruin. He said, "How will Allah
bring this to life after its death?" So Allah caused him to die for
a hundred years; then He revived him. He said, "How long have
you remained?" He [the man] said, "I have remained a day or
part of a day." He said, "Rather, you have remained one
hundred yars. Look at your food and your drink; it has not
changed with time. And look at your donkey; and We will make
you a sign for the people. And look at the bones [of this donkey]
T how We raise them and then We cover them with flesh." And
when it becamelear to him, he said, "l know that Allah is over
all things competent.”

26Q And [mention] when Abraham said, "My Lord, show me how
You give life to the dead." [Allah] said, "Have you not
believed?" He said, "Yes, but [l ask] only that my heart may be
satisfed." [Allah] said, "Take four birds and commit them to
yourself®* Then [after slaughtering them] put on each hill a
portion of them; then call theiinthey will come [flying] to you
in haste. And know that Allah is Exalted in Might and Wise."

262 Those who spentheir wealth in the way of Allah and then do
not follow up what they have spent with reminders [of it] or
[other] injury will have their reward with their Lord, and there
will be no fear concerning them, nor will they grieve.

263 Kind speech and forgivenessedbetter thn charity followed
by injury. And Allah is Free of need and Forbearing.

264 O you who have believed, do not invalidate your charities with
reminders [of it] or injury as does one who spends his wealth
[only] to be seen by the people and does nbéve in Allah and
the Last Day. His example is like that of a [large] smooth stone
upon which is dust and is hit by a downpour that leaves it bare.
They are unable [to keep] anything of what they have earned.
And Allah does not guide the disbelievinggple.

265 And the example of those who spend their wealth seeking
means to the approval of Allah and assuring [reward for]
themselves is like a garden on high grounds which is hit by a
downpouri so it yields its fruits in double. And [even] if it is
not hitby a downpour, then a drizzle [is sufficient]. And Allah,
of what you do, is Seeing.

266 Would one of you like to have a garden of palm trees and
grapevines underneath which rivers flow in which he has every
fruit? But he is afflicted with old age and hazak [i.e.,
immature] offspring, and it is hit by a whirlwind containing fire
and is burned. Thus does Allah make clear to you [His] verses
that you might give thought.

267 O you who have believed, spend from the good things which
you have earned and from thahich We have produced for you
from the earth. And do not aim toward the defective therefrom,
spending [from that] while you would not take it [yourself]
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except with closed eyes. And know that Allah is Free of need
and Praiseworthy.

268 Satan threatens youth poverty and orders you to immorality,
while Allah promises you forgiveness from Him and bounty.
And Allah is allEncompassing and Knowing.

269 He gives wisdorif to whom He wills, and whoever has been
given wisdom has certainly been given much good. Amaen
will remember except those of understanding.

270 And whatever you spend of expenditures or make of vows,
indeed, Allah knows of it. And for the wrongdoers there are no
helpers.

27) If you disclose your charitable expenditures, they are good; but
if you concedthem and give them to the poor, it is better for
you, and He will remove from you some of your misdeeds
[thereby]. And Allah, with what you do, is [fully] Acquainted.

2723 Not upon you, [O Muhammad], is [responsibility for] their
guidance, but Allah guideshem He wills. And whatever good
you [believers] spend is for yourselves, and you do not spend
except seeking the countenance of Allah. And whatever you
spend of good 1 it will be fully repaid to you, and you will not
be wronged.

273 [Charity is] for the poowho have been restricted for the cause
of Allah, unable to move about in the land. An ignorant [person]
would think them selbufficient because of their restraint, but
you will know them by their [characteristic] sign. They do not
ask people persistdpt[or at all]. And whatever you spend of
goodi indeed, Allah is Knowing of it.

274 Those who spend their wealth [in Allah's way] by night and by
day, secretly and publicly they will have their reward with
their Lord. And no fear will there be concernitigem, nor will
they grieve.

“The knowledge and understanding of the religio
j.e., wealth, property, resources, time, effort, etc.
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279 Those who consume inter&stannot stand [on the Day of
Resurrection] except as one stands who is being beaten by Sata
into insanity. That is because they say, "Trade is [just] like
interest." But Allah has permitted tla and has forbidden
interest.So whoever has received an admonition from his Lord
and desists may have what is past, and his affair rests with Allah.
But whoever returns to [dealing in interest or ustirghose are
the companions of the Fire; they will abieernally therein.

276 Allah destroys interest andives increase for charities\nd
Allah does not like every sinning disbeliever.

277 Indeed, those who believe and do righteous deeds and establisl
prayer and give zakah will have their reward with their Lord,
andthere will be no fear concerning them, nor will they grieve.

278 O you who have believed, fear Allah and give up what remains
[due to you] of interest, if you should be believers.

279 And if you do not, then be informed of a war [against you]
from Allah and His Messenger. But if you repent, you may have
your capitali [thus] you do no wrong, nor are you wronged.

280 And if someone is in hardship, then [let there be]
postponement until [a time] ease. But if you give [from your
right as] charity, then it is better fgou, if you only knew.

28) And fear a Day when you will be returned to Allah. Then
every soul will be compensated for what it earned, and they will
not be wronged [i.e., treated unjustly].

283 O you who have believed, when you contract a debt for a
specified tem, write it down. And let a scribe write [it] between
you in justice. Let no scribe refuse to write as Allah has taught
him. So let him write and let the one who has the obligation
[i.e., the debtor] dictate. And let him fear Allah, his Lord, and
not leave anything out of it. But if the one who has the
obligation is of limited understanding or weak or unable to

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dictate himself, then let his guardian dictate in justice. And
bring to witness two witnesses from among your men. And if
there are not two en [available] then a man and two women
from those whom you accept as withesteso that if one of
them [i.e., the women] errs, then the other can remind her.
